CERTIFICATE OF COMPLIANCE

The Applicant has read the guidelines and instructions that accompanied this Application, and the Applicant certifies that:

· The Applicant understands the responsibilities and conditions imposed on Applicants by Operation Provide Hope (OPH), and the Applicant certifies that it is capable of implementing the Proposal submitted with this Application, and agrees to carry out its responsibilities in accordance with the Proposal and with any and all requirements of OPH.
· The Applicant will inspect, modify and/or repair cargoes which the Applicant seeks to transport pursuant to OPH, and will assure that the cargoes comply with OPH’s Cargo/Transportation Assistance Guidelines, that they are approved cargoes and are not military, political or religious in nature.
· Cargoes transported by the Applicant pursuant to OPH will be distributed solely for humanitarian purposes to individuals or organizations who have demonstrated that they are not engaged in military or paramilitary activity.  The Applicant will monitor the individuals and/or organizations who receive cargoes after distribution to assure compliance with this requirement.  The Applicant acknowledges that EUR/ACE and Counterpart may conduct unannounced follow-up visits to end-use recipients.  The Applicant understands that it must cooperate fully with representatives making such visits.
· The Applicant will submit a report within thirty days after a container is delivered to the address(es) listed on the Transportation Assistance Request Form.  The report will describe how the cargoes were distributed, a list of the end-use recipients with complete addresses and the supplies received for each, and how the cargoes are/were used.
· All statements made and information provided by the Applicant in connection with this Application, including statements in the Proposal, or any supporting documentation, are true and correct.  If at any time the Applicant learns that any information provided to Counterpart or EUR/ACE in connection with this application is or becomes inaccurate, the Applicant will promptly notify Counterpart and EUR/ACE of the inaccuracies and provide corrected information.

CERTIFICATE REGARDING EXPENSES

The Applicant certifies that it has read the Application and Transportation Assistance Request Packets and that it understands that OPH is a transportation assistance program, designed solely to cover the freight charges normally associated with shipping humanitarian assistance overseas. EUR/ACE and Counterpart International have no obligation to cover any other costs or expenses relating to Applicant’s provision of humanitarian assistance pursuant to OPH.

The Applicant acknowledges that it is responsible for and certifies that it is capable of covering any costs or expenses which may arise in connection with Applicant’s participation in OPH, including without limitation, transportation, labor, warehousing or storage costs incurred prior to placing the cargo with OPH for transport overseas; any transportation, labor, warehousing, storage or distribution costs upon delivery of the cargo to its destination; and any costs, fees, levies, duties, fines, penalties or expenses of any nature whatsoever imposed by any receiving country government. 

The Applicant understands that under special circumstances, EUR/ACE may assist an Applicant with certain unusual or unexpected costs or expenses.  Requests for assistance should be made in writing to Counterpart who will forward it to EUR/ACE for consideration. EUR/ACE will consider requests on a case-by-case basis. EUR/ACE’s approval or denial of a request is discretionary and is final.
