NARRATIVE OF PROGRAM SERVICE ACCOMPLISHMENTS

Humanitarian Aid. Counterpart International’s Community and Humanitarian and Assistance Program
(CHAP) provide material aid to meet basic humanitarian needs in emergencies and also as a supplement
to its many sustainable long-term development projects. To ensure that the appropriate materials are
provided to communities, Counterpart identifies critical needs by conducting local and regional needs-
assessments, by maintaining strong relationships and communication with its beneficiaries and through
continued coordination with local NGOs and government officials. Counterpart’s humanitarian assistance
activities include a range of commodity distribution services and access to a wide variety of materials
available from U.S. Government and private sources. Using a proprietary logistics database, Counterpart
ensures that tracking and accountability are maintained throughout the process as items are procured,
inventoried, processed, and shipped according to pre-established loading plans. Field personnel or
designated partners in the target countries sign agreements with recipients and distribution partners to
ensure the recipient's capability and willingness to abide by CPI requirements. In 2006, Counterpart
procured and delivered basic medical supplies and equipment as well as highly urgent pharmaceuticals to
Darfur. In South Sudan, Counterpart is working with UNHCR to build and furnish schools and has
partnered with the Women’s Cooperative in Juba, providing equipment, materials, and skills training for a
brick-making livelihood project. Counterpart has delivered nearly $1 billion dollars-worth of
humanitarian aid to countries throughout the world.

Environmental Resources Management and Sustainable Tourism. The juxtaposition of environmental
protection and economic development is a key theme in Counterpart’s community development
programs. Counterpart not only provides communities with technical skills, but it also transfers
knowledge about the science of sustainable management to ensure sound environmental practices.
Counterpart’s environmental resources management programs employ a community ecosystem
management strategy that integrates participatory landscape management with appropriate indigenous
systems of resource husbandry. This approach, conducted in concert with environmental education and
awareness-raising, seeks to improve quality of life and to promote sustainable local natural resource
management. Counterpart’s sustainable tourism programs in Brazil and Guatemala use techniques which
ensure tourism developments provide fair and equitable benefits to local communities, and conserve
natural resources and cultural heritage. Through its Forest Gardens programs, Counterpart is helping rural
communities in Belize, Guatemala, Honduras, and Vietnam to protect biodiversity, reduce poverty,
improve food security and restore degraded forest ecosystems. These programs use the principles of
Analog Forestry to provide communities with alternatives to “slash and burn” agriculture. Counterpart’s
Coral Gardens programs in the Caribbean and the Pacific are developing indigenous low-tech, cost
effective systems for growing and transplanting coral to restore degraded reef ecosystems and
community-based fisheries.

Civil Society. Integrated community development, civic participation and civil society development are
central to Counterpart programming. Almost always, these interventions align with our economic and
environmental sectors. Counterpart's civil society programs seek to promote peace and foster democratic
societies throughout the world. Counterpart works at the individual, community, organizational, and
national levels to strengthen capabilities and empower people to solve their own self-defined problems.
We do this by enabling local individuals and organizations to have an increasingly more active and
participatory role in adopting democratic practices in the pursuit of social and economic development.




Counterpart’s Civil Society programs are centered in one or more of our five mutually reinforcing core
practice areas: community mobilization, institutional development, advocacy, community foundations,
and conflict prevention and mitigation. Within these practice areas Counterpart places a special emphasis
on gender equality and track gender attendance and involvement in all program activities. In 5 Central
Asian Republics, Counterpart has established a wholly independent network of 35 Civil Society Support
Centers that serve as a resource for local civil society organizations in their community development
efforts. In Afghanistan, Counterpart is working closely with 2 national and 8 regional partner
organizations, creating a network that can reach local civil society organizations in all 34 provinces of the
country. In Al Anbar governorate of Iraq Counterpart has helped 51 communities to implement 76
projects that have created over 10,000 jobs and delivered millions of dollars in community development
assistance, including the resettlement of internally displaced persons (IDPs).

Food Security and Sustainable Agriculture. Food security is achieved in a household, community, or
country when all people at all times have both physical and economic access to sufficient food to meet
their dietary needs for a productive and healthy life. Counterpart works to alleviate food insecurity and
poverty through multi-sectoral programs that integrate direct feeding and food distribution, nutrition
education, maternal and child health, HTV/AIDS, water and soil conservation, agricultural training, school
feeding, monetization, economic development, and community mobilization. Counterpart is currently
implementing food and agriculture programs in Senegal, Mauritania, Ghana, Jamaica, Haiti, Honduras,
Tajikistan, Vietnam, and the Philippines. In Senegal, Counterpart has 5 operating programs and is
managing contracts in food security, agriculture, and credit. Counterpart Senegal programs also feed
65,000 school children daily; provide health, nutrition, hygiene and HIV/AIDS training and awareness;
and train community health workers in 50 villages. In other African countries, Counterpart’s food and
agriculture programs are supporting orphans and other vulnerable people living with HIV/AIDS;
introducing community-based technologies to mitigate locust outbreaks that can destroy crops; advancing
sound nutrition, health, and sanitation behaviors; and treating parasitic infections and micronutrient
deficiencies.

Global Health. Counterpart’s health programs focus on community health promotion and primary health
care, with a special emphasis on mothers and children. Counterpart’s experience in conducting health
programs includes nutrition education, maternal and child health, reproductive health and family
planning, community-based HIV/AIDS and tuberculosis support, water and sanitation, and control of
diarrheal disease. Counterpart’s unique approach to design programs with the full participation and
training of stakeholders within the community, local health authorities, local NGOs, and relevant private
sector entities ensures that programs are locally appropriate and sustainable. Currently, Counterpart’s
most vibrant and successful health program is in India, where we are concentrating on integrated
interventions to address health issues such as pneumonia and diarrhea case management, maternal and
new-born care, immunizations, nutrition and breastfeeding in Gujarat State. As a result of Counterpart’s
work in program areas, the immunization rates for children aged 12-23 months have risen from 29% to
71.6%; oral re-hydration therapy use increased from 18% to 64%; and the prevalence of pneumonia
reduced from 22% to 16%. Based on the initial success of the program, Counterpart received a cost-
extension from USAID’s Child Survival Grant Program, allowing the program to continue for an
additional five years. In this second funding cycle, Counterpart has continued and expanded its current
activities and has added an HIV/AIDS prevention component to program activities. Counterpart also
recently entered into a partnership with another U.S.-based NGO to implement community-based
tuberculosis and HIV/AIDS support in Senegal.




Economic Development. Counterpart’s innovative financial services programs increase access to credit
and non-traditional financial services for entrepreneurs, associations, farmers, women, and the poor by
providing borrowers and lenders with a range of support services. Counterpart embeds a rigorous
organizational development strategy that targets long-term sustainability of its partner organizations and
transfers them to locally-owned entities over time. Counterpart implements programs that focus
exclusively on economic development, and has also integrated its financial service activities into many of
its other programs in the areas of sustainable agriculture, environmental resources management,
sustainable tourism, civil society, and health. In Senegal, Counterpart has assisted producer associations
to pool smallholder farmer resources by establishing seed and tool banks. The same project has supported
20 existing MFIs to become sustainable through capacity building in accounting practices, management
information systems, credit management, administration, and adherence to micro-finance regulations. The
result has been average repayment rates of 98 percent. In Tajikistan, more than 2,000 smallholder farmer
beneficiaries have benefited from Counterpart training in not only agriculture, but marketing and
management. training, and the establishment of an animal bank, a seed bank and three producer
cooperatives. In addition, a market information system gathers regional market data and disseminates
1,000 market information bulletins per month. In 2006 alone, Counterpart’s social enterprise programs all
over the world have created hundreds of jobs for people from disadvantaged groups, facilitated access to
job opportunities for many more and provided more than 30 social services to these groups.
